Promoting a Safe School Road Environment



Curriculum
· Our Health and Wellbeing curriculum identifies age appropriate road safety education content across all year levels.
· We use evidence-based road safety resources such as:
· Challenges and Choices (SDERA)

· CHAT model

· Office of Road Safety website
· Public Transport Authority website

· Victorian Roads website

· The School Administration supports staff to deliver appropriate road safety education by allowing in-school time for planning, providing professional learning opportunities and allocating funds for resources.

· Classroom programs focus on skill development and develop students’ knowledge and understandings, attitudes and values.
· Challenges and Choices (SDERA) resources in all classes from K to 7.
· Excursions are used as an opportunity to focus on road safety
· Risk Management of students in the traffic environment is always addressed

· The school will endeavour to organise activities which are supportive of the road safety guidelines. eg Ride to School Day.
Ethos and Environment
· A Health Committee, with representatives from the teaching and administration staff, school health service staff and parents will meet at least once a term.

· A Student Leadership group will be consulted and have input as appropriate. 

· Road safety is included in whole school planning documents for Health and Wellbeing 
· Road Safety Guidelines are reviewed every three years
· Traffic issues are identified and key stakeholders are consulted to address these.
· Road safety processes at “The Loop, Kiss and Drop”, school crossing and school car parks are reviewed as necessary. 
· Promote and encourage correct road safety practices around the school.
· Promote road safety in the school community through various communication strategies and school events. 
Parents and Community
· School Road Safety Guidelines to be included on the school website for access by the school and wider community. 

· Parents and community are informed of upcoming road safety events.
· P&C supports road safety promotions e.g. Ride to School Day.

· SDERA Smart Steps information to be provided to parents and carers.
· Information on traffic management and road safety around the school is provided to the school community.
